CONSERVATION DISTRICTS 

DNRC provides loans to repair or build 
wastewater and drinking water systems 
throughout the state. Low-interest loans 
provide needed improvements or additions to 
community water and wastewater infrastructure. 
DNRC also provides grants related to watershed 
management, emergency water or wastewater 
system repair, irrigation development, 
maintenance of small, privately owned water 
systems, aquatic invasive species and sage 
grouse habitat.
