3. Agency specific costs will not be shared.

4. Costs for accountable, sensitive, and durable property purchased by each agency will be
charged directly to that agency and will not be shared.

5. Non-suppression rehabilitation costs are the responsibility of the jurisdictional agency and will
not be shared.

6. Each agency (including supporting agencies) will bill for their costs as outlined in the
2023-2027 Montana Cooperative Fire Management Agreement billing procedures.
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Protecting Agencies’ Strategies:

The strategy for all agencies associated with this incident is full suppression with full perimeter
control.

The values at risk and effort are equal for both agencies involved so the percentage of acres burned
methodology was chosen for this incident.
