Reference:  44 Code of Federal Regulation (CFR), Part 204.62 - Fire Management Assistance Grant Program Duplication and Recovery of Assistance.

General:  FEMA provides supplementary assistance that cannot duplicate benefits available to the applicant from insurance, other assistance programs, legal awards, or any other source to address the same purpose.

FEMA will provide no assistance to an applicant for costs attributable to negligence by a third party causing a condition for which FEMA made assistance available under this Part.  The applicant is responsible for taking all reasonable steps to recover all costs attributable to the negligence of the third party.  FEMA generally considers such amounts to be duplicated benefits available to the Grantee or Sub-grantee.

Similarly, any person who intentionally causes a condition for which assistance is provided under this part shall be liable to the United States to the extent that FEMA incurs costs attributable to the intentional act or omission that caused the condition.  The assistance provided is conditioned on the Grantee or Sub-grantee agreement to cooperate with FEMA in efforts to recover the cost of the assistance from the liable party.
