Board administrative staff [Anna] retrieves mail, date stamps Application, assigns 
water right number, records in Interim Process spreadsheet, scans, and emails 
Application to CSKT and DNRC staff. 

Board deposits application fee into Board account. Forms without payment are 
scanned, marked ‘unpaid fee’ and returned to sender, noting failure to pay the 
fee.   

DNRC posts scanned Application to website. 

Applicant meets with joint CSKT/DNRC/Board staff, if 
requested. 

Applicant fills out Interim Form 60DF-A, 
Authorization to Construct a Domestic Allowance 
Application (Application) and mails to Board PO Box. 

 

CSKT/DNRC staff reviews 
Application against checklist 
based on Ordinance 
requirements. 

 

 

 

If Application is complete, accurate, and 
conforms with the Ordinance, 
CSKT/DNRC recommends Board issue 
Authorization to Construct. 

 

 

 

If Application is defective (i.e. incomplete, or inaccurate)), CSKT/DNRC  will correct issues that can be 
resolved without refiling and advances Application to the Board  as described above. For all other 
defective applications, CSKT/DNRC staff returns Application with a Letter of Defect (See Defective 
Letter flowchart). 

 

 

 

Within 30 days of receipt of an Application 
that conforms with the Ordinance, Board 
votes to authorize Application and 
Authorization decision sent to applicant.  

If Application is defective and is not returned to applicant within 30 days of receipt, the Application 
shall be deemed Authorized.  

 
If water was put to use before Effective Date, CSKT/DNRC sends applicant letter stating suspended 
action until the Office of Engineer is fully functional.  

If Application does not conformance 
with Ordinance, CSKT/DNRC staff 
recommend the Board deny 
Authorization to Construct. 

Within 30 days of receipt of an Application that 
does not conform with the Ordinance, Board 
votes to deny Application and decision is sent to 
the Applicant.

Board or CSKT administrative staff retrieves corrected Application, date 
stamps corrected Application, scans and emails to CSKT/DNRC staff. 

DNRC posts scanned corrected Application to website. 

Applicant mails a corrected 
Application that fixes 
application defects to 
Board PO Box within 30 
days of receiving Defective 
Letter.  

CSKT/DNRC staff reviews 
corrected Application 
against checklist based on 
Ordinance requirements. 

 

 

 

If corrected Application is 
complete, accurate, and 
conforms with the 
Ordinance CSKT/DNRC 
recommends Board 
Authorization to 
Construct.   

 

 

 

Within 30 days of receipt of a complete and 
accurate Application that conforms with the 
Ordinance, Board votes to authorize or deny 
Application and decision is sent to applicant.  

If the Board does not authorize or deny a 
complete and accurate corrected Application 
that conforms with the Ordinance within 30 
days, the Application shall be deemed 
Authorized.  

 

If Applicant does not return a corrected Application within 30 days of return, filing fee is forfeit.

60DF-part B: Completion of a Domestic Allowance 

 

Well constructed within 
365 days of Domestic 
Allowance to Construct 
Authorization is issued. 

Within 120 days of putting 
water to use, Applicant 
completes a Domestic 
Allowance Completion Form 
and mails to Board PO Box . 

Board or CSKT administrative staff retrieves 
Domestic Allowance Completion Form, date 
stamps form, scans, and emails to CSKT/DNRC 
staff. 

DNRC updates website accordingly. 

CSKT/DNRC staff reviews  
if as-built attributes are 
less than or equal to 
Domestic Allowance 
Authorization and notifies 
Board of findings.   

If as-built attributes are less than or 
equal to Domestic Allowance 
Authorization, Board issues a 
Certificate of Domestic Allowance. 

If as-built attributes are more than 
Domestic Allowance Authorization, 
Board notifies Applicant that 
Certificate of Domestic Allowance 
cannot be issued   

 

Board sends copy of temporary 
documentation of Certificate of 
Domestic Allowance to Applicant.  

Board staff sends temporary documentation of 
Certificate of Domestic Allowance to DNRC and 
updates Interim Process spreadsheet DNRC 
updates website with application status.
